PKF wanted to know difference between
expenditure and asset register change, this was due to majority of the spend being
installation labour, and the items mentioned were actually in place on the assets register -
therefore no large differences.

sports pitches,

e £67,759.51 towards the drainage of sports pitches on Comberton recreation ground.

A letter from the Parish Council explaining how and why it wishes to change the agreement

would be needed and legal fees would be around £1,000 to £1,500. The developer would

need to formally agree to any changes.
